About

Window Arts Malden is a community arts program that will provide a free venue for the public to experience quality art, while bringing new customers to downtown Malden, stimulating the local economy, and strengthening community bonds. Window Arts Malden will:

· Match local businesses with local artists

· Turn Historic Malden Center storefronts into a public outdoor gallery

· Display a wide range of art from September 5 through September 27, 2009

· Launch with an Opening Reception at The Mayors Gallery
Who is Eligible?

Any artist, with preference given to those living or working in Malden
How Will It Work?

Jury: A panel of artist and business professionals from the local community will review applications. The goal of Window Arts Malden is to provide family-friendly, high quality, accessible art for the community’s enjoyment.

*If accepted based on your sample images, window proposal, etc: we will let you know of your business pairing by August 6. This will give you one month to complete the design your window environment.

Pairing: We will make every effort to ensure this experience is a positive one for both businesses and artists and will pair the two as well as possible based on window size and the proposed art. A contact volunteer will be assigned to each artist/business owner pair, and work with them throughout the process of installation, during the event, and during the breakdown to answer any questions and take care of related needs. 
Installation: Businesses will be responsible for providing a clean and clear area in the window for the artists’ work. Artists will be responsible for the installation and timely removal of their work, for insuring their work if desired, and for returning windows to their original condition.
Publicity: The event will be well advertised in all local newspapers, in Malden Chamber of Commerce newsletters, and through postcard and e-mail notices. Event maps and posters will be distributed throughout downtown Malden.

Support

The Window Arts Malden project is supported by a grant from the Massachusetts Cultural Council. The project also receives support from the Office of the Mayor of the City of Malden as part of a comprehensive, citywide arts initiative.
